Elaine Smith (S3M-615) Still Human, Still Here—That the Parliament congratulates Amnesty International on the launch of its campaign, Still Human, Still Here, which seeks to highlight the plight of asylum seekers who, having reached the end of the asylum process, have no support and are living in destitution; is concerned that many such asylum seekers are unable to return home for various reasons; believes that cutting off support can be counter-productive as it can drive people underground and into the illegal labour market, and therefore believes that a better way must be found to allow asylum seekers in this situation the ability to access healthcare, housing and financial support until such time as they can return home safely or are granted leave to remain in Britain.

Bill Kidd (S3M-622) Destitution of Refused Asylum Seekers—That the Parliament welcomes the Still Human, Still Here campaign, supported by organisations including Amnesty International and the Scottish Refugee Council, which is dedicated to highlighting the plight of "refused asylum seekers who are being forced into abject poverty in an attempt to drive them out of the country"; believes that the denial of any means of subsistence to refused asylum seekers is inhumane, degrading and ineffective; recognises that many refused asylum seekers cannot return to their country of origin for reasons beyond their control and believes that the threat and use of destitution should not be used as a tool against refused asylum seekers, and further believes that refused asylum seekers should be granted permission to work until such time as they have left the United Kingdom or continue to receive financial support, that they should also continue to have access to accommodation, healthcare and education, that they should be granted some form of legal status until they can return to their country of origin and that humane solutions can and should be found to work with people at the end of the asylum process.

Sandra White (S3M-569): Sikh Rights in Ireland—That the Parliament expresses disappointment at the recent Irish Government backing for the An Guarda Siochana, the Irish police force, ruling stating that a trainee Sikh police officer would not be given permission to wear his turban on duty; acknowledges the fact that the turban is a mandatory article of the Sikh faith and that this ruling effectively excludes the whole Sikh community from joining the An Guarda Siochana; believes that this position is directly opposed to comments by the Minister for Integration in his inaugural speech in July 2007 that "I’m open to all of your ideas and all of your contributions, because when I look down through this room today I see the citizens for the future. I see the tax payers of the future. I see the people who are going to bring Ireland into a new and very much brighter century, a century that will be more affluent, more open, more tolerant than the one that I was born into here in Ireland" and Ireland’s own social blueprint for the future, Towards 2016, Ten-Year Framework Social Partnership Agreement 2006-2015, which states as one of its main aims for the future that "Every person, irrespective of background or gender, would enjoy equality of opportunity and freedom from discrimination", and expresses the hope that through due process this decision will be overturned.

Johann Lamont (S3W-3764): To ask the Scottish Executive how much was spent between May and July 2007 on publicising its anti-sectarian strategy.

Reply from Fergus Ewing: The Scottish Government is committed to tackling all forms of sectarianism and religious intolerance. £4,000 was spent on promoting the anti-sectarian agenda during May to July 2007. The focal point of activity during this period was the First Minister’s reception on 19 June 2007 which recognised the achievements of those individuals and organisations that have made a positive contribution to tackling sectarianism.

Murdo Fraser (S3W-3594): To ask the Scottish Executive what its policy is on granting funding to voluntary organisations who require that (a) recruits and (b) volunteers be of a particular faith.

Reply from Jim Mather: We support voluntary organisations to run and develop projects and services which fit our strategic objectives. We do not fund projects which promote one faith nor projects where potential recruits or volunteers are excluded from opportunities on the basis of their faith or belief.

In such cases it would be the specific project which would be ineligible for funding – not the organisation. The organisation might still be eligible for funding for other projects which meet the relevant criteria and where the posts or volunteer placements are open to all. Each application is considered on a case-by-case basis.

Murdo Fraser (S3W-3595): To ask the Scottish Executive what rules it applies to (a) local authorities and (b) other public bodies with regard to granting funding to voluntary organisations which require that (i) recruits and (ii) volunteers be of a particular faith and whether it has any plans to revise such rules.

Reply from Jim Mather: We apply no rules to other organisations about recruitment and funding of volunteers in faith situations.

Funding decisions are matters within the discretion of local authorities but, like other bodies, they are required to comply with current equality legislation in offering funding. Our Equality Unit is drafting guidelines to provide greater clarity to local authorities.

Funding of voluntary organisations by non-departmental public bodies is a matter for each body to consider within their statutory powers. Such arrangements must comply with current equality legislation and be subject to the requirements of their financial framework documents and the Scottish Public Finance Manual.
